Reflecting on the Word:

Today's Gospel introduces us to John the Baptist, who was sent to prepare the way for Christ. John calls us to
prepare for Christ's coming — but notice how he calls us to prepare. It is not by buying thoughtful gifts or decorating;
he calls us to prepare by repenting. Advent is a time of hopeful waiting, but it is also a time to look inward to see what
might be keeping us from receiving Jesus fully at Christmas. Whether it is in going to confession or working to say
‘I'm sorry” to someone in our family, John invites us to look at where we have fallen short and to seek God's
forgiveness. By our repentance, we can ask for God's help to bear good fruit and make a straight path for Christ to
come into our hearts.
