Reflecting on the Word: 
We all know we must avoid serious sins. Jesus reminds us today that it’s not just big, horrible actions that can cause 
harm in our lives and damage our relationship with God, he tells us that the things we might not even notice – things 
like being angry with someone or wanting what someone else has – can lead to big problems. Thankfully, we’ve been 
given the gift of the holy Spirit who can help us see where we need God’s help and who can give us the strength we 
need to Change! 
Living the Word: 
Small things can make a big difference. While today’s Gospel focuses on avoiding small things that can do great 
harm, it is also true that small acts of love can lead to great good-ness. As a family, choose one small thing to work 
on very intentionally this week, such as saying thank you more often or giving a hug more frequently. At the end of the 
week, have a conversation about how this small action affected your family.
