Reflecting on the Word: 
In our modern world, we may not have as great a sense of the awe or reverence that people in other times might 
have had for people in high offices or for places or persons deemed to be sacred. By revealing to us that Jesus is 
God’s beloved Son, today’s Gospel invites us to a deep attitude of awe and wonder in the presence of Jesus, who 
says to each of us, “Rise, and be not afraid.” 
Living the Word: 
What are some ways that you can practice wonder and awe as a family this week? Try to find at least one moment 
each day where you can stop and wonder out loud at something good (“Ooh, this cheese is so delicious”) or beautiful 
(“wow, look at how lovely that the tree is!”). invite every family member to point out something good or beautiful at 
some point each day this week and write those things down if possible. At the end of the week, review all the good 
and beautiful things you noticed. Discuss how these things give us a tiny glimpse of God’s majesty and glory

Inviten a cada miembro de la familia a señalar algo bueno o hermoso en algún momento cada día de esta semana y, 
de ser posible, anótelas, al final de semana, revisen todas las cosas buenas y hermosas que anotaron. Analicen 
como estas cosas nos dan un pequeño vistazo de la majestad y la gloria de Dios.
