Reflecting on the Word: 
Even amid criticism and confusion, the man born blind could see more clearly than the Pharisees. He could see that 
Jesus was special, a prophet. And when he meets Jesus the second time, he believes and worships! As  we meet 
Jesus in the Mass today, we can pray for his clarity. We can pray for the capacity to see Jesus, to     believe, and to 
worship. 
Living the Word: 
How do you respond when God helps or blesses you? This week, work hard to notice the gifts Jesus gives you. When 
you get to eat a meal, remember the response of the blind man in today's story. When you run through a field playing 
a sport with a friend, feel a cool, gentle breeze, or hear beautiful music, see if you can respond with worship like this 
man. All week, practice worship (giving praise, adoration, and thanks to) God in response to the gifts in your life.
