Take some time to 
make a plan for how you will observe this most sacred time in the liturgical calendar. How can you make it holy or set 
apart? What can you do as a family to enter into the story of Jesus' passion, death, and resurrection? Consider  at-
tending the liturgies of Holy Week at your parish, or make a plan to read the daily readings (available at  
www.usccb.org) together. If you have little ones or are not able to make it to the Holy Week liturgies, perhaps there is 
some visual reminder (a cross, a sacred image) that you can place in your home to keep your minds and hearts cen-
tered on the events of these sacred days.
