Reflecting on the Word: 
In today’s Gospel, many people come to know Jesus and believe in him because of the woman who meets him at the 
well. There are many things that might have prevented her from being a messenger who helped people to come to 
meet Jesus. Nevertheless, all she needed was to meet him herself! You are invited to meet Jesus in today’s mass. 
Who in your life might come to know Jesus better because you spent this time with Jesus today? 
Living the Word: 
In this story, the people of the town come to know Jesus because the woman tells them about how she met Jesus. 
This week, ask someone to tell you a story about Jesus in his or her life. Around the dinner table, you could take turns 
telling stories about times that God has helped you. You could talk about to someone who knows God well, like a 
relative or a neighbor or a priest, and ask that person to tell you a story about an experience with God. Be creative 
and see how many people you can find to share a story with you. And don’t forget to share your own story with others 
– you never know what effect it might have in someone else’s life of Faith!

En la mesa, podrían turnarse para 
contar historias sobre ocasiones en las que Dios les ha ayudado. Hablen con alguien que conozca bien a Dios, como 
un pariente, un vecino o un sacerdote, y pidan que les cuente una historia sobre una experiencia con Dios. Sean 
creativos y vean cuantas personas encuentran para que les comparta una historia. Y no olviden compartir si propia 
historia con los demás. ¡Nunca se sabe que efecto podrían tener en la vida de fe del que la escucha!
