Reflecting on the Word: 
Jesus calls us by name and leads us! If you've ever paid close attention at a baptism, you'll notice that the priest, 
standing in the person of Christ, calls the child by name right before he baptizes him or her. This is to remind us of 
this important truth: Jesus wants a personal relationship with us; he knows and loves us as individuals, and he invites 
us to know his loving voice and follow him to abundant life. The task of listening to the voice of Jesus begins at     
baptism but continues throughout our whole lives. 
Living the Word: 
One of the ways we become familiar with God's voice is by listening to it on a regular basis. This week, spend some 
special time with the Word of God, the Bible, as a family. You could read a verse each evening before dinner or 
memorize a piece of Scripture together. Whatever way you choose to engage with Scripture, listen for God speaking 
to your heart through these words, and share that with one another.  

Prayer before reading the Bible 
+Come, O Holy Spirit, fill my heart and mind and inflame 

them with the fire of your Divine love.+
