If we have heard this story many times, we might find 
it harder to be as moved by this miracle: God has defeated the power of sin and death! This celebration invites us to 
take a step back, to put ourselves in the story and really imagine its details. On this glorious day, can we let our 
hearts be moved by what Jesus has done for us? 
Living the Word 
Jesus' resurrection is such an important event that we celebrate in a special way for a full week (the Octave of 
Easter), then for the rest of the Easter season (fifty days). In a particular way, how can you mark the glory of Christ's 
defeat of death during the week ahead? Maybe you could plan a dinner or an outing on the Saturday of the Octave, or 
you could play music filled with Alleluias to wake up to on each of the eight days. Make a plan to keep the joy and 
wonder of this glorious season going in the days and weeks ahead!

Reflexion de la Palabra:   
¡En esta asombrosa historia del evangelio hay muchas emociones poderosas! El miedo, la fe y luego la alegría 
guían a estas mujeres fieles durante sus encuentros con el ángel y con el Señor resucitado. Por haber escuchado 
esta historia muchas veces, quizá nos resulte más difícil conmovernos ante este milagro: ¡Dios ha derrotado el 
poder del pecado y de la muerte! Esta celebración nos invita a dar un paso atrás, a meternos en la historia e 
imaginar realmente sus detalles. En este día glorioso, ¿podemos dejar que nuestro corazón se conmueva por lo 
que Jesús ha hecho por nosotros? 
Vivir la palabra 
Es tan importante la resurrección de Jesús que la celebramos intensamente durante una semana completa (la 
Octava de Pascua), y luego, durante el resto del tiempo pascual (cincuenta días). De manera particular, ¿cómo 
pueden destacar la gloria de la derrota de la muerte por parte de Cristo durante la próxima semana? Tal vez 
convenga planear una cena o una salida el sábado de la Octava, o tocar música llena de aleluyas para despertarse 
cada uno de los ocho días. ¡Haga un plan para mantener la alegría y las maravillas de esta gloriosa temporada en 
los días y semanas venideros!
