Reflecting on the Word: 

At the end of this 
reading, Jesus promises us, “I am with you always.” Above all, this solemnity is a celebration of Christ uniting heaven 
with earth – as he rises to the Father, he carries us with him, drawing us toward heaven. 
Living the Word: 
While the ascension marks the end of Christ’s ministry on earth, it marks an important moment in the ministry of the 
Church. From here on, it’s the Church’s task to carry on Christ’s saving work, and everyone who has been baptized 
shares in this mission! This week, set apart some time to talk about our share in this mission by looking at pictures 
and other memorabilia from the baptism of members of your family. You could also read over and talk about the vows 
made at baptism. Discuss how this special gift helps each of us to participate in Christ’s mission on earth!
